Present indicative of Spanish —er and —ir verbs
. Use of “de + noun” to express possession or relationship
. Possessive adjectives in Spanish; the personal “a”
. Irregular Spanish verbs: ir — dar — estar
. “Ir a + infinitive” construction to express future
. Introduction of uses of verb ser /estar
. Contractions in Spanish: al — del
. Irregular verbs tener /venir, expressions with the verb tener
. Comparative forms: inequality, equality; the superlative; irregular comparative forms
. Stem-changing verbs (e to ie); some uses of the definite article; present progressive
. Numbers: cardinals 0-1000, ordinals, telling time
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
