Bachelor of Business Administration in Business Management is awarded once the student has completed the AS in Business
Management, 48 hours from Tiffin, and the additional coursework listed above. A minimum of 121 credits must be earned.

A grade of "C: or better, or a "Pass" in a Pass/Fail transcripted course must be achieved to receive transient transfer credit.
