If PHY 241S and/or 242S are not offered at Edison, students are strongly recommended to take
the course(s) at Wright State using SOCHE Cross Registration program.

Students must earn a C or higher in ENG 121S, CIS 221S, and CIS 222S at Edison State.
Students must earn a C or higher in CS 2200 or MTH 2570 at Wright State.

CEG 2350 equivalent at Wright State will be awarded for CIS 211S at Edison effective fall 2019.
Students must complete both CIS 211S and 212S at Edison to earn credit for CEG 2350 at Wright
State if taken prior to fall 2019.
